Music Evening

Wednesday 30th March, 5.30-7pm.  Sheanna reported that the music side is going well, and the children are keen, but was concerned that letters to parents need to go out this week. Summer Barbecue

The Barbecue sub-committee have met.  Paul is getting the bar licence, Paula is booking the St John Ambulance, Andy is running the raffle, and the Scout barbecue is booked.

Smita will also be selling her Indian snacks – she will charge £3, and we will add 50p onto this.  Vicki has provisionally booked Cub Leisure, the inflatables people, but a better deal needs to be negotiated.  Moira offered Nick’s negotiating skills so Vicki will email over the information.  

The Sub-committee will need to meet again in April to discuss stalls. Vicki will put down on a spreadsheet of what’s done and what isn’t.

The Committee discussed at length what the teachers could do to get parents and children to arrive early, something that they won’t find as embarrassing as last year’s parade.  The idea that came out of the discussion was a Karaoke/Singathon by year.  The children could choose the song (and dress appropriately if they liked)  There could be a prize for the best yeargroup.  Vicki will email teachers to canvas opinion.

Fireworks

Everything that needs to be in place has been done.  Date – 4th November.

6. MSA Newsletter – this went out recently.  Moira commented how well done it was and thanked Vicki and Paula for doing this.

7. School Uniform.  

Jane Pendred is running this and is happy to continue on her own.  Vicki noted that we usually sell uniform at Parents Open Evening for the new intake.  She will need to order in enough of everything in smaller sizes.  It is very busy so she will need 4 or 5 helpers to run the stall.  Jacqui added that the nearly new items need sorting out – any things that are past their best could go in the Bag to School bags.  The lost property also needs sorting out.  Vicki will talk to Sue about this.

8. Sponsored Event

The Committee decided that this should be held on a date after the Royal Wedding weekend, ie Tuesday 3rd May onwards.  Forms will need to go out before the Easter holidays to give children a chance to get sponsors.  Paul noted that clear instructions regarding giftaid are needed to ensure that sponsors give their full address.  It is hoped that the Teachers will come up with a suitable theme.  Vicki will see Sue to agree a date.

9. Any other Business

Photography – Helen’s husband Simon is a keen amateur photographer.  Helen wondered whether he could take photographs on the night of the Barbecue
