Minutes of Annual General Meeting

29th September 2008

Attending:
Around forty people, including committee members, staff and parents

Minutes from last annual general meeting in 2007 were agreed.

Chairperson, Vicki MacLennan, welcomed everyone to the meeting and explained the purpose of the MSA.

Ian Hannah, Treasurer, gave a summary of the Treasurer’s Report, indicating funds raised and donations made over the last year. The current report has not yet been audited.

Fundraising is mainly through the large events held over the school year; Auction of Promises, Bonfire Night, Summer Barbecue.

Donations of around £7,500 from the MSA to the school include around £5,500  which will be allocated to new cycle sheds and scooter racks. A contractor has still to be assigned. 

Other donations are made to individual classes to be spent as teachers decide for their own classrooms, theatre visits, Christmas crackers and many other items. 

Over £12,000 was raised due to the efforts of many people.

Head Teacher, Miss Dorrington stated that a significant reason for the meeting was to invite new members to the MSA. The MSA encourages a feeling of community in the school and the village of Milton and an atmosphere of family and “pulling together” for the good of the children.

Fundraising is also a large part of the MSA. The recent funds, which are being allocated to the bike and scooter sheds, link in to the Healthy Schools aims. Mrs Lycett confirmed that 50 extra bikes and 20 scooters will be catered for.

Other monies have been given for the raised beds in the allotment area but the development has been delayed due to the bad weather.

Smaller amounts of donations are appreciated for the crackers at the pupils’ Christmas dinner. Two theatre groups have been booked and it is some pupils’ only chance to see live performances. School sports kits, class allocations and books have also been benefits.

Miss Dorrington then thanked Vicki and the committee members.

The new focus will be on shelter and shade.

Also, much appreciation goes to all the parents coming to the events. Another appeal was made for new committee members.

Vicki also gave her thanks to the committee, all the teachers, Mr Brown, parents and carers.
