4 School Uniform Sales

We encourage all parents to support the uniform policy.  Sweatshirts, polo shirts, PE t-shirts, jackets, book bags all with the school logo, along with  P.E. shorts are all available from the MSA.

Children should wear flat-heeled black shoes, not trainers.

Boys' Uniform: Grey trousers, white polo shirt, navy sweatshirt, grey socks and black shoes. 

Girls' Uniform: Grey trousers or grey skirt, navy sweatshirt and white polo shirt. Black shoes. Optional summer dress - small white and blue squared check and optional flat-heeled sandals. 

Name Tags: We are aware that children's clothing is expensive so it is essential that all articles of clothing are clearly marked with the child's name to allow lost articles to be returned to their rightful owners. Lost property is put in a large brown container in the hallway by the K.S.2. hall. 

If you wish to order name tags the school receives 10% of sales from Cash’s you can pick up a form from the school uniform order box.

Ordering school uniform: Please fill in an order form, available here to download or pick up a form from the office. You can either return this via your child’s class or hand into the school office. Once your order has been processed, your items will be handed back via your child’s class.
